Phase 1
of this project is now complete, with users
marching to and fro via the new library entrance
located off of the O’'Brien Centre atrium. Phase
2 of the renovation will have begun by the time
you read this issue.

In order to keep our readers up-to-date on what
has transpired at HSL since May of this year,
the following timeline highlights the key events:

MAY 2009:

e Temporary shelving is erected; book
collection is reduced and relocated; print
journals are compacted; preparations
begin for new library entrance.

JUNE 2009:
e  Walls for the six small group rooms are put
up; doors for a new entry are installed;

information/reference desk is relocated
next to the photocopy room.

JULY 2009:

e New library entrance opens; circulation
desk is relocated next to new entrance.

AUGUST 2009:

e Six small group rooms and two
classrooms are completed and
ready for use by Undergraduate
Medical Education Students.

SEPTEMBER 2009:

e  Construction begins for Phase 2 of
the renovation project; seminar
and study rooms will no longer be
available.
