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THE COCHRANE LIBRARY NOW AVAILABLE
ACROSS CANADA

High quality information on health interventions is now freely available to all Canadians through the
Cochrane Library for a trial period ending December 31, 2009. This pilot is a joint initiative of the
Canadian Cochrane Network and Centre and the Canadian Health Libraries

Association / Association des bibliothéques de la santé du Canada (CHLA/ABSC), and was made
possible by building on the leadership of the existing subscribers from provinces, territories and
institutions across Canada.

Some of the Cochrane library has been available to University of Calgary students and staff and
Alberta Health Services, Calgary through the Ovid interface. This national license makes all of the
Cochrane resources available to everyone.

The systematic reviews in the Cochrane Library are considered to be the best quality evidence for
what works and what doesn't in many health care interventions/treatments. Now anyone in Canada
connected to the Internet can access these reviews and other types of health care information.
Cochrane reviews, while written for health care professionals, include easy to read summaries
intended for the lay person. As always, however, one should never use health information without
first consulting with his/her physician.

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REFWORKS UPDATE

RefWorks has recently made a number of enhancements in its latest product release. The complete
list can be viewed at http://library.ucalgary.ca/news/news/refworks-enhancements-O, however a few
of the new key features include:

= Ability to Save Search Strategies in Advanced Search (search strategies can be named and saved
for easy and continual retrieval)

—> File Attachment Searching (at this point, only files with .pdf, .txt, and file names can be searched,
although RefWorks is considering the possibility of including the option to search images, .jpeg
files as well)

= Ability to Include OpenURL Links in Bibliographies
—> Enhanced Tutorials (output style editor, RefShare)

—> Folder Creation Change (when a folder is created, the user is returned to whatever page he/she
was on before the folder was created)

REFMOBILE

As a web-based bibliographic management program, RefWorks has undergone significant updates
during its relatively short existence. The latest enhancement is RefMobile, a version of RefWorks
designed for mobile and smart phones, as well as PDAs. Replicating the features of its PC
predecessor, RefMobile allows users to access, view, and edit references, as well as managing folders
in onebds account .

With the release of RefMobile, the RefWorks Development Team is also pleased to announce the
launch of SmartAdd, a feature capable of searching the web for references according to either a
